Ethernet Port

The C400, C600 and C1000 terminals have an Ethernet port. The Ethernet port
supports both static IP addresses and Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol
(DHCP) assigned IP addresses. If using static IP addressing, then you manually
set the IP address, the subnet mask, and the default gateway. If using DHCP, then
the server automatically assigns an IP address, the subnet mask, the default

gateway, and the DNS and WINS server.

IMPORTANT [f a terminal is set for DHCP and is not on a network or is on a
network that does not have a DHCP server (or the server is not
available), it will automatically assign itself an Automatic Private
[P Address (or auto IP address). The auto IP address will be in the

Enable Terminal Security
